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you. Many folks ask me to schedule Masses for their loved ones on a Saturday night 
or a Sunday. In fact, I have actually run out of FREE Saturdays in 2010 already and 
have nearly thirty Masses leftover. I will either schedule them on weekdays or 
send them to our retired priests who request Mass offerings. You see, many 
people come to me at least a year ahead to schedule family Masses etc. Secondly, 
there is a very strict Canon Law which requires every Pastor to celebrate the 
Sunday Mass and one holyday Mass for the intention of the people he serves ð 
period! This is a strict obligation in justice for the Pastor and can never be 
omitted. SO, when I do celebrate one of your intentions on a Sunday, I move that 
Mass for the people to Saturday night to fulfill my obligation in law. Since there 
are only 52 Saturdays in a year, they tend to fill up fast. We priests are also 
obligated to celebrate the requested Masses within one year of the date the 
request comes iné.sometimes that is impossible. I am NOT discouraging you from 
requesting holy Masses but asking your understanding when they all do not appear 
on Saturday nights. Please consider, when possible, attending daily Mass. Thanks. 
Any questions? See me. 
     I will attend our annual mandatory Continuing Education Classes for Clergy to 
be held at Pheasant Run from Monday through Wednesday of this week. Hence, 
the Communion Servicesé.All priests will be attending this. 
     I requested a date for Confirmation from the Chancery office last year. This 
past week, the Bishopõs Secretary called me. We have been assigned a date and a 
place. Our Confirmation day is SUNDAY, MAY 9th, at 12 noon AT SAINT ANNEõS 
CHURCH IN DIXON. The Bishop is joining the two parishes for this ceremony. May 
9th is also Motherõs Day I know. The Bishopõs schedule is such that this cannot be 
avoided. I am grateful to the Bishopõs Secretary for finding us a date! If you have 
any further inquiries about the date, please share those with the Bishop. His 
address is Diocese of Rockford, P.O. Box 7044, Rockford, Illinois 61125. I am 
happy that our youth finally have a Confirmation date to anticipate. It has been a 
very long wait as the Confirmation class knows! 
     On Sunday, February 14th at 3pm at the Oregon Church of God on Oregon Trail 
Road, there will be a CHURCH UNITY SERVICE sponsored by the Oregon Fellowship 
of Ministries. By a fluke of my schedule, I have to fly to Columbus that afternoon 
for a meeting of the Board of Trustees of my seminary on Monday. I am asking you 
to help me get good representation from our parish at this special prayer service. 

Our 
next joint worship will be our ecumenical Good Friday service on Good Friday at 
1pm at Ebenezer Reformed Church on German Church Road. Thank you for 
checking your calendars.
