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Eucharist
The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is offered
daily, except Monday, as scheduled in the
bulletin. Mass is offered on Saturday at 4:30 pm
and on Sunday at 9:30 am. On the eve of
holydays as well as on the holyday itself, Mass
is offered at 7:30 pm. HOLY COMMUNION is
brought to the homebound and the sick when
requested. Please contact Fr. Kramer, 732-2234,
or the Parish Office, 732-7383. The Faithful are
reminded to fast from all foods and liquids
(except water) for one full hour prior to the
reception of the Holy Eucharist.

Anointing of the Sick
